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In our church library we have a book titled, “Finding The Right Church: 
A Guide To Denomination Beliefs” by Shelly Steig. In the introduction the 
author states, “My hope is that this book will be used by individuals to find a 
congregation that ‘fits’ their needs, a place where they feel they belong.” 
While many of the portraits are woefully incomplete, it is a helpful little book 
to get some insight on the beliefs and practices of different groups. But it 
also points to a problem that exists in the minds of many people—that 
church or religion is something that you should comparison shop for, until 
you can find something that “fits you” much like you shop for a pair of jeans. 
If you don’t like the way they look or how they fit you leave them with the 
clerk and go your way. 

In the book of Judges there is a statement that appears twice (17:6; 
21:25) to describe the behavior of Israel during one of her moral low points: 
“In those days there was no king in Israel; every man did what was right in 
his own eyes.” Today many approach the Bible and the church with the 
same kind of cafeteria-style mentality—choose what you like; leave what 
you don’t. But Jesus did not establish His church to suit people. He did not 
negotiate a settlement between God and man with each party having input 
and veto power over the terms and conditions. He did not set up 
conferences, conventions, councils, synods or business meetings for 
people to vote on whether anything is right or wrong. Jesus came to show 
and teach us how to live and commanded that we obey Him (John 
14:15,21; 15:14; Matthew 12:50). Jesus died on the cross, was raised from 
the dead and clearly told His apostles what people must do to be saved, 
“He who has believed and has been baptized shall be saved; but he who 
has disbelieved shall be condemned.” (Mark 16:16). He established His 
church (Matthew 16:18) and decreed how it should be governed (Matthew 
28:20; 1 Corinthians 14:37; 2 Peter 3:1,2; 1 John 4:6). That leaves you and 
me (elders, preachers, deacons and every other member) totally out of the 
law-making business. 

Human judgment will always be subject to error. That is true regardless 
of who you are or where you worship. That is why God in His infinite 
wisdom did not leave it to us to do or believe whatever suits us. Instead He 
gave us the Bible to shape our beliefs and show us how we must live (2 
Timothy 3:16,17; Psalm 119:105). 

Let’s go back to the Bible. It is only there that we will find the direction of 
God.
