But if anyone does not have them, 
he is nearsighted and blind, and has forgotten that he has been cleansed from 
his past sins. Therefore, my brothers, be all the more eager to make your calling 
and election sure. For if you do these things, you will never fall, and you will 
receive a rich welcome into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus 

Christ (2 Peter 1:5-11). 

Notice this list is long and making our, "Election sure," will likely take many occasions 
of falling and getting back up. Not only that, but working to achieve greater and greater 
measures of these qualities will likely put us in positions that will make us spiritually 
sore, for doing them may put us in situations we are not used to. Putting others before 
ourselves is difficult. Godliness, true godliness will require sacrifice and adjustment of 
priorities. Remember though, this Godly exercise will without a doubt pay off in, "The 
eternal kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ."

Budget for 2009 Available 
Copies of the budget for 2009 are laid on the bench in the 
foyer for all to have and review. There are some new 
categories in the budget: Hope for Haiti's Children 
($2400), Missions ($2000) and Playground Upgrade 
($2000). Also there are some significant increases in some 
areas of the budget: Bible Class Supplies goes from 
$1000 to $5000 to cover the cost of the new printed 
curriculum which starts in March for ages 2 and 3 up 
through Junior High.  Building Maintenance and Supplies 
has been doubled from last year to $24,000. We are 
currently having an outside cleaning service take care of the 
building. The rest of the budget compared to 2008 is for the 
most part unchanged with slight increases or even 
decreases from 2008. Our Future Expansion goal is 
$120,000. The Lord blessed us in 2008 with $150,000 (plus) 
toward our new location and facility. Everyone needs to step 
up another notch or two in the area of giving in order to build 
this fund and maintain the current ministries and activities of 
the church. I am sure more will be said about the budget in 
the weeks to come. In the meantime, let us all prayerfully 
reconsider our weekly gift to the Lord and make sure it 
matches our ability to give and our love for Him and His 
Kingdom.
