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Making Sunday Super 

What makes Sunday SUPER? Is it a football game? Or is it something else? We live in a society that is 
obsessed with sports. More people watch TV on Super Bowl Sunday than on any other day. 
Yet we know that Sunday can be super for other reasons. And we should try to make each Sunday super. 
How? Here are some suggestions, based on Hebrews 10:19-25: 
 

1) We have to prepare. Athletes donôt just walk onto the field and play. They spend time getting ready for 
the game, both physically and mentally. How do we prepare ourselves for worship? 
* By becoming a Christian. A non-Christian can praise God. But only a true child of God can truly come into 
his presence. 
* By ñwarming up.ò Athletes take time for warm-up before each game. The Hebrews had a Day of 
Preparation before each Sabbath. We should prepare ourselves for Sunday. Spend some time on Saturday 
evening or Sunday morning to get ready to worship with your brothers. 
 
2) We have to practice. Athletes spend months practicing for just a few hours of play. Each thing that they 
do on the playing field was rehearsed in practice. 
* We must worship God every day. We canôt spend every other day focused on other things and expect to 
be able to worship God on Sunday. We need to find ways to worship him in our everyday lives. 
* We must think about how WE will make our services better. Donôt look to the song leader or the preacher. 
What can you do? Notice what it says in Hebrews 10: ñConsider how we may spur one another on toward 
love and good deeds.ò What are you going to do so that this assembly time will help your brothers live 
better? 
 
3) We need the right equipment. A football player would never take the field without the right equipment. 
* A Bible. You should bring a Bible to each assembly. Compare what is said with the Word of God. 
* A sincere heart. We canôt draw near to him unless we really WANT to draw near to him. If we come 
together out of habit or out of a sense of duty, we will never achieve that super Sunday. But if we come 
wanting to draw near to him and kneel at his feet, we will. 
* Love for our brothers. We canôt be right with God if we arenôt right with our brothers. Love is essential to 
our worship. 
 
4) We must work together as a body. Team sports are rarely won by individuals. They are won by teams. 
Our church works as a body, not as a group of individuals. 
* There are no spectators. I must admit that I donôt react well when someone says, ñI donôt get much out of 
services.ò Because the whole idea isnôt getting, itôs giving. What theyôre probably saying is, ñI donôt give 
much in services.ò If Christmas were up to three year olds, no one would get anything. Everyone would be 
sitting around waiting to see what they were going to get. Our assemblies are like that. If we all sit around 
waiting to see what weôre going to get out of services, weôre all going to go away disappointed. But if we 
come together to give, we will all receive. 
* We are to consider how to help others love and serve better. Our job is to help our brothers be prepared to 
go out and live the Christian life. 
 

5) We need to give it our all. Have you seen sports fans with their faces painted? With shirts off in freezing 
weather? Screaming and acting crazy? 
Why can we be ñfanaticsò about the Steelers or Cardinals, but not about God? How can it be that we can 
make fools of ourselves over sports but donôt dare step out on a limb for God? Why do we yell ourselves 
hoarse at football games and snore ourselves hoarse in church? How can we get so passionate over a bad 
call and be so passive about the death of our Lord? God needs more fans. 
Doing these things, every Sunday will be a super Sunday. Hope you have a great week and a super 
Sunday!

Starting Sunday evening, February 1 and continuing on 
Sunday evening throughout the spring, we will be offering 
the No Debt-No Sweat money management DVD seminar in 
the Annex.

Changes for Sunday Evening--One More 
Time 
As we grow we sometimes have to rethink and revise how we 
do things.  The short worship period and class time on 
Sunday evening has been needing some changes and here 
are the changes we need to make: 
1.  We will make every effort to start exactly at 6:30 pm.   
Please try to be here and in your seat before 6:30.   
2.  Announcements on Sunday evening will be cut to a 
minimum.  Only those things which do not appear in the 
bulletin on Sunday morning will be mentioned.  Reminder:  
On Sunday and Wednesday we are asking that last-minute 
announcements be given in writing to the announcement 
maker before service begins.  It is very difficult to handle new 
information being given orally from the back of the auditorium 
after services begin.   
3.  Men who are helping with prayer, passing the Lord's 
Supper, song-leading, scripture reading, etc., need to sit 
close by the podium so that the congregation does not have 
to wait for them to walk from far points of the auditorium to get 
to the podium.   
4.  Our goal on Sunday evening is to dismiss children to 
their classes no later than 6:45 pm so that they have a full 
45 minute class period.   We ask that all who are leading in 
that brief time of worship keep this in mind as they select 
songs, lead prayers, etc.  Class time for our kids in December 
on two occasions was less than 30 minutes.   This defeats the 
purpose of our gathering.  Our first reason for assembling on 
Sunday evenings is for the Bible classes.  Our  
5 .On fourth Sunday's when we have preaching service in 
the auditorium, we will have no dismissal bells for the 
classes.  We will wait for the dismissal prayer in the 
auditorium and then parents will go to the classrooms and get 
their children.  If preaching runs short, we'll be singing a few 
songs until 7:30 pm and then send parents to the classrooms.  
If preaching runs long (hopefully by no more than a few 
minutes) this will eliminate the bells sounding as the speaker 
finishes his lesson.
