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Putting It Together 

Read John 9, Isaiah 42:1-7, Exodus 4:1-12 

In almost all mysteries there comes the point when the author has given you 
all the information, but it is scattered and you have to put it together. Usually, 
something clicks, and you have the, "Aha!" moment. I had one of these 
moments recently when two pieces of information came together (John 9 and 
Exodus 4:11) and I understood what was really being said. 

Then they hurled insults at him and said, "You are this fellow's disciple! 
We are disciples of Moses! We know that God spoke to Moses, but as 
for this fellow, we don't even know where he comes from." The man 
answered, "Now that is remarkable! You don't know where he comes 
from, yet he opened my eyes. We know that God does not listen to 
sinners. He listens to the godly man who does his will. Nobody has ever 
heard of opening the eyes of a man born blind. If this man were not 

from God, he could do nothing." (John 9:28-33) 

This is the conversation that takes place with the man born blind and the 
Pharisees who are trying to do away with Jesus. I always took it at face 
value, men arguing with each other. However, this conversation goes much 
deeper, right down to their core beliefs, because the once-blind man is using 
the Pharisees own argument against them when they said they were 
disciples of Moses. If they were truly disciples then they could probably quote 
this account from the burning bush by hearté 

The LORD said to him, "Who gave man his mouth? Who makes him 
deaf or mute? Who gives him sight or makes him blind? Is it not I, the 

LORD? (Exodus 4:11) 

What the once blind did was prove who Jesus was. He could have also 
quoted the prophecy in Isaiah 42:1-7 "éto open eyes that are blind." The 
point is, this man was living proof that Jesus was God! If you believed the 
scriptures, this could be your only conclusion; in fact, it can be our only 
conclusion today as well. The Pharisees had to choose what they did with 
information. Would putting the pieces together change their life? Does it 
change yours?
