This morning was interesting at 
church. A mix-up with the gas 
company had left us with empty gas 
tanks, and thus no heat.

As I observed this, I began to see this situation as a parable of 
sorts. If physical coldness can drive people away from the church, 
or leave them uncomfortable and miserable, what will happen 
when the church experiences SPIRITUAL coldness? 
 

A church can become spiritually cold when it runs out of fuel. 
There are two ways I believe a church can grow spiritually cold. A 
church can run out of the Holy Spirit's power. This happens when 
error creeps into a church, or when a church loses its focus on 
God. This kind of cold church will not attract people, and can even 
drive them away. Those who remain will find themselves 
unfulfilled and miserable. 
 

A church can also grow cold when it stops caring about people. 
This kind of church is not welcoming of new people, nor does it 
seek to reach out to others in ministry and witness. When a 
church gives the "cold shoulder" to people, they are driven away. 
 

It was awkward to run out of physical fuel, and have the church 
become physically cold. My prayer is that the church will never 
grow spiritually cold.
