They try to believe it is false and useless, because they don’t like to 
believe it is true.” 

  The Bible is not just a book of ancient history, though all it records is 
true. The Bible is not a book of religious philosophy, though spells out 
the way to God. The Bible is the living, active, and powerful Word of 
God, and it produces results. “For the word of God is quick, and 
powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the 
dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and 
is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart” (Hebrews4:12).     
The Bible is God's Word, and everything it says is true and right and 
unchanging. 
  The Bible must be believed and followed, or we are missing the 
harvest of blessings God has prepared for us.
